	Numbers can be written in words, both positive and negative numbers can be added, subtracted, multiplied and divided using rules.  These rules must be applied in a specific order. 

This section can help answer questions where numbers are written using words as well as digits.  Each digit in a number has a place value.  It shows the position of a digit in a number.  The first few place values are shown in the table. 
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Numbers can be written as words using a place value table.  

Example: 
In the number 52,604, the digit 5 has a value of 50,000 (fifty thousand) and the digit 4 has the value of 4 units (four).
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Place Values are used to order whole numbers. 

Example: 
Which of the following four sportspeople earns more in a week?
· Player A - £310,500
· Player B - £309,500
· Player C - £295,500
· Player D - £315,500

First, put each sportspersons salary into a place value table.  Then, look at each column in turn from the left. 
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· The smallest digit in the hundred thousands column is 2, so player C earns the lowest amount
· The smallest digit in the ten thousands column is 0, so Player B earns less than Player A and D
· The smallest digit in the thousands column is 0, so Player A earns less than Player D

	Our oceans’ health is deteriorating, along with the life within it.  Human activity is causing rising temperatures, acidification, plastic and chemical pollution, and ecosystem destruction. 
[image: More than 14m tonnes of plastic believed to be at the bottom of the ocean |  Environment | The Guardian]What’s the current picture: 
· There are now 500x more microplastics in the ocean than stars in our galaxy. 
· Oceans have reached record temperatures. In 2020 the world’s oceans absorbed 20 more Zettajoules of heat than in 2019 – equivalent to boiling 1.3 billion kettles.
· Around 35% of critical marine habitats have been destroyed. 
· Humans have wiped out 90% of the ocean’s top predators in just 55 years.
Why should we care about ocean health?
· Healthy marine life provides 70% of the oxygen we breathe. 
· The ocean controls our weather and, when out of balance, it causes increasingly unpredictable storms, flooding and droughts. 
· Oceans contain up to 80% of all life on earth. 
· Healthy oceans can provide 20% of the emissions reductions we need to avoid catastrophic climate change. Did you know, seagrass can capture carbon from the atmosphere 35 times faster than tropical rainforests? 
· Polluted oceans can pollute our health. Toxic chemicals and microplastics are entering our food chain as they are ingested by marine life which end up on our plates. 
So, how can we protect our oceans?
South Tyneside Council are partners in an innovative coastal project recently launched across the North East, which hopes to strengthen our relationships with the sea and stimulate communities to look after our natural world.  To find out more about the Seascapes projects visit Explore SeaScapes. 
As individuals, what worthwhile action can we take?
· Reducing our plastic consumption – plastics from take-outs and convenience food make up half of all ocean plastic and so are a good place to start. Try choosing packaging-free snacks and using refill shops and make sure to use everything you buy. Did you know, the UK is the third worst offender in Europe for littering our oceans? 
· Consuming seafood sustainably – move from fish to shellfish like oysters and mussels as they can help capture some carbon. If we do eat fish, it’s important to opt only for those on the Good Fish Guide (to protect endangered species), to eat lower down the food chain (to maximise resource efficiency) and to choose line-caught fish (to avoid destructive trawling).
· Acting on climate change – if we embrace the benefits of walking and cycling more, wasting less energy and food, and holidaying in the UK, we can reduce our carbon footprint and protect our oceans from acidification, rising temperatures, biodiversity loss and pollution. Did you know that air pollution is responsible for 1/3 of the toxic contaminants that end up in our ocean?

	With more and more of us having spent increasing amounts of time in our homes due to COVID-19 the Police feel that this increases the risk of more people being radicalised online. 

Counter Terrorism Policing North East are warning the public of potential dangers on the internet, as people increase their time online by working and learning from home.  Young people are among those who have lost a significant part of their support network following the closure of schools and higher education establishments and some may have looked online for a replacement support network that they lost from having friends at school.  Coupled with the uncertainty generated by the pandemic, they are potentially more vulnerable to negative influences and exploitation as they explore their concerns online, or seek distractions and interaction with others.

[image: ]SPOTTING THE SIGNS
Individuals may be at risk to radicalisation for a variety of reasons, some of the most common signs include:
· isolating themselves from family and friends
· talking as if from a scripted speech 
· unwillingness or inability to discuss their views
· a sudden disrespectful or intolerant attitude towards others
· increased levels of anger
· increased secretiveness, especially around their internet use
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A campaign has been created to tackle the threat of online radicalisation.  Coordinated by Prevent and with a focus on its “Let’s Talk About It” website https://www.ltai.info/, it is aimed at young and vulnerable people who could be at risk of being groomed by extremist individuals and groups online.
