	Numbers can be written in words, both positive and negative numbers can be added, subtracted, multiplied, and divided using rules.  These rules must be applied in a specific order. 

This section can help answer questions where numbers are written using words as well as digits.  Each digit in a number has a place value.  It shows the position of a digit in a number.  The first few place values are shown in the table. 
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Numbers can be written as words using a place value table.

In the number 52,604, the digit 5 has a value of 50,000 (fifty thousand) and the digit 4 has the value of 4 units (four).

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Climate Refugees are people who must leave their homes and communities because of the effects of climate change and global warming. These individuals may face a variety of challenges, including rising sea levels, extreme weather events, water scarcity, drought, desertification, and other climate related factors that make their homes uninhabitable or unsuitable for sustaining their livelihoods.

Climate Change is caused by natural events, such as volcanic eruptions, as well as human activities. Climate change has happened many times since Earth was formed billions of years ago. 

Global Warming is the most recent period of climate change. Human activities like burning fossil fuels and cutting down forests contribute to global warming because they release greenhouse gases. Greenhouse gases trap heat in the atmosphere. 

[image: ]Sea-Level Rise the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change predicts that sea levels will rise a total of 0.18 to 0.6 meters between 1990 and 2100. Rising sea levels already cause problems in low-lying coastal areas of the world. For instance, about half the population of Bangladesh lives less than five meters above sea level. In 1995, Bangladesh Bhola Island was half-submerged by rising sea levels, leaving 500,000 people homeless. Scientists predict Bangladesh will lose 17 percent of its land by 2050 due to flooding caused by climate change. The loss of the land could lead to as many as 20 million climate refugees from Bangladesh.

What Does the Future Hold? The United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) says 36 million people were displaced by natural disasters in 2009, the last year such a report was taken. A 2021 World Bank report estimated that the climate crisis could drive more than 200 million people to move within their countries by 2050. In 2020 the institute for Economics and Peace put the number of people at risk of displacement by 2050 at over 1 billion.

	What is Extremism and Radicalisation?  

[image: ]Extremism is vocal or active opposition to the fundamental British Values, including democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and mutual respect, and tolerance of different faiths and beliefs.  Also included in the definition of extremism are calls for the death of our armed forces, whether in this country or overseas. 
[image: ]Radicalisation refers to the process by which a person comes to support terrorism and forms of extremism leading to terrorism. A ‘radicaliser’ is an individual who encourages others to develop or adopt beliefs and views supportive of terrorism and forms of extremism leading to terrorism. 

Extremism and Radicalisation can happen in many different ways, and it is important that we define and understand the different types of extremism and radicalisation. 

Domestic Extremism refers to the activity of individuals or groups conducting criminal acts of direct action to further their protest campaign.  This term covers the conduct of groups involved including the extreme right wing and animal rights extremists. 

Violent Extremism refers to the activity of individuals or groups conducting acts by any means to express views which justify of glorify terrorist activity.  This includes those that encourage others to commit terrorist acts or provoke others into terrorist related activity.  It also includes those who foster hatred which may lead to inter-community tensions and violence in the United Kingdom. 

[image: ]Radicalisation is the process where a vulnerable young person or adult changes their perception and beliefs due to exposure of an extremist influence (which may be online, publication or one to one direct contact) to become extremist in nature which may result in extremist actions.
